Check out this really simple and tasty crepe recipe that you can 
make at home, from our very own Chef Hess! 

1. In a medium mixing bowl, combine: 1 cup flour, 1/2 tsp sugar, and 1/4 tsp salt
2. In a medium mixing bowl, combine: 1 1/2 cups whole milk, 3 eggs, 2 tbsp  
melted butter
3. After whisking the contents of each bowl individually, pour the wet ingredients 
into the dry ingredients little by little, mixing with every pour. Continue whisking 
the mix until only small, pea-sized chunks (or smaller) remain.
4. Heat a medium-sized non-stick skillet on high for two minutes. Pour 1/3 cup of 
batter into the pan (adjust amount as needed) and quickly tilt the pan to spread 
the batter fully around into a circle.
5. Once the edges start turning golden brown, carefully slide a silicone           
spatula underneath the crepe and flip it. Cook the other side until it begins   
browning (about 45 seconds), and stack the crepes on a cooling rack. If you’re 
making lots, you can keep them warm in the oven!
6. For a sweet crepe, serve with chocolate spread, fruit, syrup, cinnamon, or  
confectioner’s sugar. For a savory crepe, serve with meat, cheese, veggies,    
balsamic vinegar, and other delights!
